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The city is a living showcase that exhibits the work of many generations of architects. Walking 
along the streets you can see the different styles, uses, social values and imprints that have 
defined the city?s fabric.

On the occasion of Architecture Week, in collaboration with the COAC Historical Archive, the 
exhibition ?Vanished Architectures? aims to showcase a series of architectural works at 
different points in the city that cannot be visited today, either because they have now 
disappeared or because they have undergone considerable transformation.

A temporary installation on the street near these ?vanished? buildings will show how they 
evolved over the years.
